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To be eligible for financial aid, an undergraduate student is required to complete a minimum 
of 67% of cumulative attempted credits. 
 
Graduate students are required to complete minimum of 80% of cumulative attempted credits.  
 
Credits completed are those for which grades of A, B, C, D and P, are earned. An I-incomplete 
grade and W-withdrawal are not earned and therefore, cannot be counted.
